Unity Summer Internship: 

Selection is made from youth who have completed 9
th

, 10
th

 or 11
th

 grade, are willing to commit to 200 

hours of training and work between June16
th

 and August 22
nd

 and who meet program criteria.  

Attendance at one of the two Unity Retreats is mandatory.
